HISTORICAL NOTE: the First Sunday of the Great Fast was originally dedicated to the memory 
of Israel’s Holy Prophets.  In today’s gospel Philip tells Nathaniel «We have found the One 
about Whom Moses wrote in the Law, and also the Prophets.»  The prophets and patriarchs are 
also mentioned in the epistle.  Despite the teaching about icons defined at the Seventh 
Ecumenical Council in a.D. 787, the Iconoclasts began to trouble the Church again.  After the 
death of the last Iconoclast emperor, Theophilos, his young son Michael III with his mother the 
regent Empress Theodora, and Patriarch Methodios, summoned the Synod of Constantinople in 
a.D. 843 to bring peace to the Church.  At the end of the first session, all made a triumphal 
procession from the Church of Blachernæ to Hagia Sophia, restoring the icons to the church. 
This occurred on 11 March, 843 (which that year was the first Sunday of Great Lent).  The Synod 
decreed that a perpetual feast on the anniversary of that day should be observed each year on 
the First Sunday of Great Lent, and named the day, «The Sunday of Orthodoxy».

As much as possible, and to the extent 
of your ability, live in peace with everyone.  Dearly beloved, never seek revenge. Leave that to 
the time of retribution. For it is written, «Vengeance is mine, says the Lord. I will repay.»  On 

the contrary, «If your enemy is hungry, feed him; if he is thirsty, give him something to drink.  

By doing this, you will heap burning coals on his head.»  Do not be conquered by evil, but
