«DO EVERYTHING OUT OF LOVE!» 
If I speak in human and angelic tongues but do not have love, I am a resounding gong or a 
clashing cymbal.  And if I have the gift of prophecy and comprehend all mysteries and all 
knowledge; if I have all faith so as to move mountains but do not have love, I am nothing.  If I 
give away everything I own, and if I hand my body over so that I may boast but do not have 
love, I gain nothing.  Love is patient, love is kind.  It is not jealous, [love] is not pompous, it is 
not inflated, it is not rude, it does not seek its own interests, it is not quick-tempered, it does 



not brood over injury, it does not rejoice over wrongdoing but rejoices with the truth.  It bears 
all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.  Love never fails.  If there are 
prophecies, they will be brought to nothing; if tongues, they will cease; if knowledge, it will be 
brought to nothing.  For we know partially and we prophesy partially, but when the perfect 
comes, the partial will pass away.  When I was a child, I used to talk as a child, think as a child, 
reason as a child; when I became a man, I put aside childish things.  At present we see 
indistinctly, as in a mirror, but then face to face.  At present I know partially; then I shall know 
fully, as I am fully known.  So faith, hope, love remain, these three; but the greatest of these is 
love.             I Corinthians 13:1 – 13 
 

After attending for the very first time the Divine Liturgy in the Great Church of Holy Wisdom – 
Hagia Sophia – in Constantinople the envoys’ report to prince Vladimir of Kyiv echoed the words 
of the psalmist David: «We knew not whether we were in heaven or on earth, for surely there 
is no such splendor or beauty anywhere upon earth. We cannot describe it to you, only this we 
know, that God dwells there among men, and that their service surpasses the worship of all 

other places. For we cannot forget that beauty.» This same Divine Liturgy from the time of the 

Apostles is still celebrated today by Catholics of the Orthodox Tradition and their sister Orthodox 
Churches.  Let us contemporary Christians always strive to be faithful in being present at the 
Church’s times of prayer and Eucharistic Sacrifice, so that, like our ancestors, we too may 
continue to exclaim: «How lovely is your dwelling place, Lord, Gods of Hosts.  My soul is 
longing and yearning for the courts of the Lord.»
